CONSTITUTION

1 The Society shall be called “Pathhead and District Horticultural Society”.

3 Entry cards, upon which the Competitor shall write his/her, name and address, will be placed by the exhibit, showing the class number only. Cards will be supplied.

4 Experienced judges shall be appointed and their decision will be final.

5 No prize will be awarded for any exhibit which is not in accordance with the Schedule. The judges are empowered to withhold prizes from any exhibit which may be of insufficient merit. Exhibits to be judged on quality, except where otherwise stated.

6 The Hall will be open for staging of exhibits between the hours of 7.00pm and 9.00pm on Friday and 7.00am until 9.30am on the Saturday of the show. NO EXHIBITS ACCEPTED AFTER 9.30 AM 

7 Protests must be lodged with the Show Manager in writing no later than 3pm on the day of the show before a protest can be considered.   

8 No exhibitor, when competing, will be allowed to submit more than one entry for the same prize.

9 No exhibits to be removed before the closing hour – 4.00pm.

10 Each exhibitor must sign the Declaration on the entry form, that the products exhibited in the Horticultural Section are bona fide his/her own growth, and have been in his/her possession for at least four months previous to the day of the Show. (Flowers for Decorative Section excepted). Handicraft exhibits must not have been previously exhibited at this Show and must be the exhibitor’s own work.

11 Anyone infringing any of the rules shall be liable to forfeit all subscriptions paid; prizes gained, and may be expelled by the Society.

12 Prize money will be paid out in the Community Hall, Pathhead, on the day of the show from 3.00pm until 4.00pm

We hope this encourages entries from those new to showing and wish you all good luck with your entries!

I am pleased to say that our Society continues to thrive with a full schedule of events planned for the year ahead.  This is due to the continued hard work of the Committee and the contribution that all of our Members bring to make things a success.

GUIDANCE FOR EXHIBITORS

FLOWERS
Perennial refers to a plant that flowers every year and is not a shrub or bulb.

Border means any plant, except a shrub.

Shrub means a woody perennial, often many-stemmed, of smaller structure than a tree and having no distinct trunk.

Flowers should be fresh, dead-headed (no faded blooms evident), in good condition and free from damage. Flowers should be named where known.

Foliage should be clean, healthy and undamaged.

Dahlias should be clean, perfectly circular with closed, firm centres and all florets intact without blemish. Check the type of bloom fits the class description ie Cactus, Decorative, Pompom etc.
Gladioli should have an erect spike with one third in full flower, one third in colour and one third in green bud. 

Roses should have petals regularly arranged in a circular outline with a well-formed centre. Outer petals may be removed. 

Sweet Peas should have strong stems with well-spaced blooms. 

Lillies – anthers to be removed to prevent marking clothes & to protect visitors’ pets.

VEGETABLES

Varieties should be named on the entry card where known.

Potatoes should be medium sized, clear-skinned with shallow eyes and all the same shape and size.

Beetroot should have an undamaged tap root, and fangless with a smooth, clean, uniformly dark skin. Please cut off the top to leave a short stalk which should be tied. 

VEGETABLES Continued

Carrots should be of good shape, colour and equal size, with a clean skin and no side roots. Please cut off the top of the stalk and tie. 

Tomatoes should be of equal size and rich colour with fresh stalks attached.

Onions should be of equal size with thing necks. Please trim off the rootlets and remove the thin layer of outer skin. Tie tops at the thinnest part of the neck and cut immediately above.

Peas should be large, fresh, deep green pods and well filled with tender seeds. Please part of the stem attached.

Courgettes should be young, tender, shapely and well matched with a small piece of stem still attached. 

French Beans should be straights, fresh with tender snap pods and stalks. Pods should be a good green colour, with no outward sign of seeds. 

Runner Beans should be long, slender, straight and fresh pods with small attached stems. Pods should have a good coloure and no outward signs of seeds. 

Rhubarb should be fresh, straight, tender stalks with well developed red colour. Stalks should be pulled from the crown, with leaf blades trimmed back.

Lettuce should have firm, tender, crisp hearts of good colour. Please remove any damaged leaves and cut off the roots close to the leaves.

Cucumber should be fresh, young, green, tender and straight with uniform thickness and straight stalks. 

PLANTS

The variety of plant should be named on your entry card where known. Plants should be in good condition, undamaged and dead-headed (no faded blooms evident).

FRUIT

All fruit should be fresh and clean.

Apples should have their stalks attached

FLORAL ART

Exhibitors should not use any floral form (trade name Oasis) as it contains micro plastics and is harmful to the environment. Please use an eco-friendly alternative. Flowers need not be grown personally by the exhibitor. Artificial flowers are not allowed. 

PRESERVES AND DRINKS

Each preserve must have been made personally by the named exhibitor. All preserves must be in clear glass jars.  Drinks must be in clean and clear glass bottles, well filled and sealed. 

BAKING

Items must have been made personally by the named exhibitor.

HANDICRAFTS

Items must have been made personally by the named exhibitor.

CHILDREN’S CLASSES

All exhibits must be the child’s own work. The child’s age must be put on both sides of the entry card.

Class 130 Beetroot & Apple Chutney

RECIPE - BEETROOT & APPLE CHUTNEY

1.5 kilos/3lbs beetroot

675g/1½ lbs apples

2 large onions

½ tsp ground ginger

Juice of 1 lemon

225g/½lb Demerara sugar

560ml/1 pint vinegar

Boil beetroot for 1½ hours. When cold, peel and chop into cubes or grate. Chop apples small also onions. Add ginger, lemon juice and sugar to the vinegar. In this mixture boil apples and onions for 20 minutes. Add the beetroot and boil for another 15 minutes. Allow to cool then put into jars and cover.
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
