CONSTITUTION

1 The Society shall be called “Pathhead and District Horticultural Society”.

2 The Society shall be under the management of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Show Manager and a Committee (six to form a quorum), who shall be elected for a fixed term of 2 years and shall be eligible to seek re-election if they so wish.

3 The committee shall have the power to add to their numbers.

4 Membership £5.00 (January to December) by annual subscription.

Life membership £50 by single payment.

Honorary membership by invitation of the management committee.

5 For the confined classes, intending competitors must reside and exhibits must be grown within the districts of Crichton, Cranstoun, Ford, Humbie and Fala.

This restriction does not apply to those competing in the open classes.

RULES

1 Entries free to members and children.

2 All entries should be received by the Show Manager before 9.30am on the day of the show.

3 Entry cards, upon which the Competitor shall write his/her, name and address, will be placed by the exhibit, showing the class number only. Cards will be supplied.

4 Experienced judges shall be appointed and their decision will be final.

5 No prize will be awarded for any exhibit which is not in accordance with the Schedule. The judges are empowered to withhold prizes from any exhibit which may be of insufficient merit. Exhibits to be judged on quality, except where otherwise stated.

6 The Hall will be open for staging of exhibits between the hours of 7.00pm and 9.00pm on Friday and 7.00am until 9.30am on the Saturday of the show. NO EXHIBITS ACCEPTED AFTER 9.30 AM 

7 Protests must be lodged with the Show Manager in writing no later than 3pm on the day of the show before a protest can be considered.   

8 No exhibitor, when competing, will be allowed to submit more than one entry for the same prize.

9 No exhibits to be removed before the closing hour – 4.00pm.

10 Each exhibitor must sign the Declaration on the entry form, that the products exhibited in the Horticultural Section are bona fide his/her own growth, and have been in his/her possession for at least four months previous to the day of the Show. (Flowers for Decorative Section excepted). Handicraft exhibits must not have been previously exhibited at this Show and must be the exhibitor’s own work.

11 Anyone infringing any of the rules shall be liable to forfeit all subscriptions paid; prizes gained, and may be expelled by the Society.

12 Prize money will be paid out in the Community Hall, Pathhead, on the day of the show from 3.00pm until 4.00pm

Class 130 Cappuccino cake Recipe

50gms (2oz) cocoa powder

6 tablespoons boiling water

3 eggs

60ml (2fl oz) milk

175gms (6oz) self raising flour

1 rounded teaspoon baking powder

100gms (10oz) caster sugar

Method:

Lightly grease 2 deep loose bottom sandwich tins and line with baking parchment paper. Pre-heat the oven to 180c/350f/gas mark 4

Put the cocoa powder into a large mixing bowl, add the boiling water and mix well until it has a paste like consistency. Add all the remaining ingredients to the bowl and whisk with a hand held electric mixer until just combined. The mixture will be a thickish batter (careful not to over whisk). Divide the cake mixture between the prepared tins and gently level the surface. Bake for 20-25 minutes until the cakes are well risen and beginning to shrink away from the sides of the tin, turn the cakes out onto a wire rack and leave to cool completely.

To finish the cake:

Butter icing

75g (3oz) butter softened

250g (9oz) icing sugar

1.5 teaspoons instant coffee dissolved in 1.5 tablespoons hot water

For the butter icing, put the butter, icing sugar and dissolved coffee into a bowl and mix well until evenly blended.

To finish the cake use half the icing to sandwich the two cakes together. Spread the remainder over the top. Gently smooth the surface with a palette knife and dust with sifted cocoa power or drinking chocolate.
